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Abstract

Children are the future of the motherland, and society is paying increasing attention to their growth.
In the context of China’s child-friendly city construction, which is still in the initial stage, community
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parks, as an important place for children’s daily activities, have a positive effect on their physical and
mental development. In this paper, we take Shanghai Heping Park as an example and discuss the de-
sign of community parks based on the concept of “child-friendly”. Through the study of children’s out-
door activity behavior patterns, combined with the current situation of Heping Park, it is proposed to
integrate the concept of nature education into the park design, aiming to enhance children’s environ-
mental awareness, safety awareness and social awareness through natural interaction. The design not
only provides a safer and healthier activity space for children, but also promotes their awareness and
closeness to nature. Through this design renovation, it is expected to provide useful experience for
the construction of a child-friendly city and promote the innovative practice of park design in children’s
education and environmental awareness.
