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Abstract

With the rise of entrepreneurship, the problem of corruption and crime of private entrepreneurs
in China has become more and more prominent, the harm to enterprises, society and the country
has gradually emerged, and the governance and prevention and control of this problem have be-
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come more and more important. There are still some problems in the process of controlling the
corruption and crime of private entrepreneurs in China, mainly including the lack of attention
paid by the state, the emphasis on post-event crackdowns, the neglect of pre-event prevention, the
internal environment of enterprises to promote the breeding of crime, and the main concentration
of governance forces in public power. Only solving these problems effectively, China’s private
economy can develop more vigorously. In this regard, this paper puts forward the establishment
of a scientific governance model that takes into account both prevention and punishment and fo-
cuses on prevention, promotes entrepreneurship, gives play to the role of entrepreneurship in crime
prevention; private enterprises should pay attention to self-governance, increase the cost of cor-
ruption crimes of private entrepreneurs, reduce the proceeds of crime and other countermea-
sures, so as to achieve the purpose of preventing corruption crimes of private entrepreneurs and
promote the anti-corruption process in China.
