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Abstract

With the advent of the information society, the media for the public to obtain information and
disseminate information are increasing. The Internet, with its characteristics of fast and wide dis-
semination, has gradually become a platform for the public to express their freedom of expression,
which provides a new path for the public to participate in the administration of justice, and the
public can participate in cases by commenting on them. As a consequence, online public opinion
has emerged as a derivative, which guarantees the citizens’ right to freedom of expression and
enhances the public’s democratic supervision of the judiciary, but to a large extent, online public
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opinion also interferes with the judiciary and undermines its independence and impartiality. This
paper analyzes the impact of online public opinion on judicial trials through the lens of the impact
of online public opinion on the judiciary in the Jiang Ge and Yak Jiaxin cases, in order to find a
balance between online public opinion and independent judicial trials and to realize their positive
interaction.
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
