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Abstract

Reacquisition refers to the acquiring same movable property from the bona fide transferee or the
subsequent transferee after the transfer of the movable property to the bona fide assignee. The
acquisition of the ownership of the subject matter by the unauthorized person based on the sale
contract conforms to the formal provisions and is in line with the law, however, in order to enable
the obligee to exercise the most comprehensive remedy, it should be considered that when the
subject matter is transferred to the unauthorized person, the obligee’s ownership is restored and
the obligee has the right to request the return of the original property. Since the specific rules of
civil law cannot provide the basis for the restoration of ownership, the issue of reacquisition
should be adjusted by the principle of equity. The person who reacquires return the subject mat-
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ter, shall bear the liability for compensation or enjoy the right of claim for the return of necessary
expenses and the right of claim for the return of unjust enrichment respectively under the cir-
cumstances of malicious arrangement or accidental reacquisition. If there is a security right above
the subject matter, the pledge right and mortgage right shall be restored together with the own-
ership, except that the security owner transferred with no right and reacquire.
