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Abstract

Government consumption voucher is one of the effective means to promote the recovery of do-
mestic economy and stimulate the consumption potential of residents. As there are no special reg-
ulations for government consumption vouchers in China, there are still many problems in the
practice of issuing consumption vouchers by local governments. This paper analyzes the types and
characteristics of government consumption coupons from the perspective of the issuance of gov-
ernment consumption coupons, which provides a theoretical basis for the study of the problem. By
sorting out the issuance of government consumption vouchers, this paper analyzes its legal prob-
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lems, that is, there is a monopoly crisis in the selection of issuance platform, the screening of co-
operative merchants hinders fair competition and the lack of substantive equality in the determi-
nation of the public. By standardizing the selection of distribution platforms, clarifying the condi-
tions of cooperative merchants and expanding the scope of the receiving public, we can solve the
above legal problems, in order to provide theoretical guidance for the government to issue con-
sumption vouchers reasonably and legally.
