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Abstract

In recent years, with the rise of international investment activities, the system of investment arbi-
tration had developed rapidly, and emergency arbitration rules aimed at bridging the gap between
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the occurrence of disputes and their submission to the Tribunal and ensuring the implementation
of interim measures, while ensuring the independence of emergency arbitrators and minimizing
interference by the judiciary. However, as a relatively new mechanism, emergency arbitration has
some problems at the initial stage. As more and more investors seek emergency measures in in-
vestment treaty disputes, it is necessary to pay attention to whether emergency arbitration is ap-
plicable to investment treaty disputes. Through comparative analysis of emergency arbitration
rules and empirical analysis of arbitration cases, this paper puts forward a perfect way for emer-
gency arbitration in investment treaty disputes.
