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Abstract

The originality is the core concept of copyright law, in which whether or not to take the creative
intent as its constituent element has become an important point of debate on whether or not ar-
tificial intelligence, etc., is copyrightable today. Human beings are the only source of the incre-
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mental elements of works, based on the purpose of the copyright law to stimulate the creation of
the system, in order to maintain the coordination of the copyright law system is necessary, in the
pursuit of originality standard of the specific practical operation of the road can not blindly negate
the author of the evaluation of the process of creation, must examine the author’s subjective crea-
tive intent. Considering that subjective issues are difficult to prove, when the author’s subjective
intent is difficult to examine, it can be presumed by whether there is a recognizable difference,
and the presumption can of course be overruled by the evidence of “no creative intent”.
