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Abstract

In the concrete practice, the specific indicators of “serious circumstances” and “particularly se-
rious circumstances” are ambiguous. There are fewer cases in which “the relevant quantity stan-
dard is achieved in a proportionate aggregate”, because several other requirements satisfy the
majority of cases, so there is no need to apply this requirement; or the provision is difficult to be
applied in a specific case and may be detrimental to the defendant, and therefore it is not chosen
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to apply. Generally, the crime of infringing citizens’ personal information is not considered to be
an accomplice in specific cases. First, it is difficult to prove that the perpetrator’s subjective atti-
tude towards others is “know or should know”. Second, under the framework of our current crim-
inal law, it is also necessary to prove that the subjective aspect of the criminal result of the crime
committed by others using information must be intentional or indirect intentional.
