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Abstract

To address the core predicament of teachers’ “dare not use, do not know how to use” in educational
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discipline in rural primary schools and to tackle the practical issues such as weak teaching staff and
cognitive differences between schools and families, this study, based on the educational ecosystem
of rural areas, has constructed an educational discipline implementation system with the core con-
cept of “student-oriented” and following six implementation principles. The core of the system is a
“three-dimensional four-step” operational framework, which, through a closed-loop design of “set-
ting standards, clarifying processes, providing tools, and strengthening guarantees”, has achieved the
full-chain standardization of discipline from violation classification, process standardization, tool
support to mechanism guarantee. This system is both theoretically innovative and practically oper-
ational. It not only fills the gap of fragmented and vague existing countermeasures, providing teach-
ers with actionable guidelines, but also promotes the return of educational discipline to its essence
of moral education through mechanisms such as home-school collaboration and psychological
counseling, providing a reference for building a healthy and orderly educational ecosystem in rural
primary schools.
