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Abstract

Digital countryside is one of the strategic directions of rural revitalization. This paper takes the
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rural areas of Liaoning Province as the research object, discusses the impact mechanism of
e-commerce development on the quality of life of rural residents, and hopes to demonstrate
whether the development of rural e-commerce can really revitalize the countryside through the
investigation of changes in the quality of life of rural residents. This paper focuses on the analysis
of income level and self-worth realization of the chain intermediary effect. It is found that the de-
velopment of e-commerce can improve the quality of life of rural residents by improving the in-
come level of farmers. At the same time, the development of e-commerce can also enhance far-
mers’ sense of self-value realization, and has a positive impact on the quality of spiritual life of ru-
ral residents.
