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Abstract

controversial topic to explore how to apply Al in various fields of human life, especially in modern
e-economy and trade. Starting from the basic ideas of economic philosophy, reflecting on the prob-
lems that exist when Al is applied to modern e-economy and trade, and further analyzing the ap-
plication of Al in e-commerce and its potential impact on market efficiency and fairness, and on
laborers and social structure, can provide a direction of thinking for a more rational application of
Al and the resulting solution to the ethical problems of technology. In the face of the ethical chal-
lenges of data privacy, fairness and employment change brought about by the widespread applica-
tion of Al, the perspective of economic philosophy provides us with a number of directions for
thinking about the application of Al and the feasible path: while promoting technological innova-
tion, we should ensure the implementation of transparency and fairness, as well as the establish-
ment and effective implementation of adaptive and ethical regulations.
