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Abstract

The implementation of the Electronic Commerce Law provides a legal framework and legal guar-
antee for the development of rural e-commerce in China, and clarifies the scope of the business
subject, the registration principle and tax obligations, thus promoting the development of rural
e-commerce, activating the rural economy, and helping to precisely alleviate poverty and trans-
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form and upgrade the rural economy. Despite this, rural e-commerce is still faced with challenges
such as transaction security, platform responsibility, and breach of contract risks, which need to
be solved by strengthening supervision, establishing food safety insurance and improving legal
training. Rural e-commerce has injected new momentum into agricultural modernization and ru-
ral economic development, but the lack of legal norms and the weak legal awareness of farmers
limit its further development. Therefore, it is of great significance to systematically study the legal
risks faced by rural e-commerce and provide comprehensive legal support for it to ensure the
standardized and orderly operation of rural e-commerce.
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
