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Abstract

Rural e-commerce refers to the general term of various business activities for rural commodities
based on the Internet, which is of great significance for the implementation of the rural revitaliza-
tion. There are several dilemmas in the marketing of agricultural products in rural areas of Guiz-
hou Province, such as imperfect infrastructure, insufficient scale and industrialization of agricul-
tural products, insufficient brand construction, and lack of e-commerce professionals, which re-
strict the development of agricultural economy and the introduction of rural e-commerce. Based
on the existing problems, some improvement countermeasures are put forward in this paper, in-
cluding improving rural e-commerce infrastructure, building large-scale agricultural products in-
dustrial system, strengthening the brand publicity, and introducing professional talents suitable
for the development of rural e-commerce, so as to play the role of rural e-commerce in promoting
the marketing of agricultural products.
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
