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Abstract
This paper explores the new form of the integration of the Silk Road and e-commerce—“digital
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Silk Road”, and analyzes its impact on global economic development and cultural exchange. The
paper firstly reviews the historical role of the traditional Silk Road in promoting the trade of
goods and cultural exchange between the East and the West, and then expounds how e-commerce
has broken geographical and time limits through the Internet to promote economic globalization
and cultural diversity.
