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Abstract

The development of electronic commerce is increasingly prosperous. The most valuable protec-
tion of electronic commerce is information. Information is an important part of electronic com-
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merce. The essential feature of e-commerce is transaction, and the transaction relies on identity
interests, so identity interests become the most protective significance of e-commerce. Identity
interests should be a separate protection object. If the crime of infringing citizens’ personal in-
formation and the crime of impersonating others’ identity registration brush are involved in the
situation, it should be punished according to the principle of combined punishment of several
crimes, and should not be punished according to the rule of alternative felony punishment, to
show the need to protect identity interests. The protection of identity interests should start from
the angles of legislation, justice and individuals. At the legislative level, identity legal interests
should be incorporated into the legal protection mechanism. At the judicial level, the rules of pu-
nishment of implicated offenders should be clarified.
