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Abstract

With the continuous progress of information network technology, transnational e-commerce has
entered a period of rapid growth, which has played an indispensable role in promoting the steady
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economic growth of China. With the rapid development of cross-border e-commerce, the security
of consumers’ personal information has also attracted widespread attention. How to effectively
protect personal information from infringement has become an urgent issue. In recent years, Chi-
na has successively issued corresponding legal systems to protect the personal information secu-
rity in cross-border electronic commerce activities, and achieved certain results, but there are al-
so many defects and deficiencies. In the development of cross-border e-commerce in China, the
challenges faced by personal information include imperfect laws, weak self-discipline of the in-
dustry and insufficient international cooperation. On this basis, we need to further improve the
laws and regulations on the protection of personal information of cross-border e-commerce,
strengthen the self-restraint mechanism of the industry, unify the establishment of third-party in-
stitutions, and increase international cooperation to ensure the full and effective protection of
personal information and strive to promote the healthy development of cross-border electronic
commerce.
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
