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Abstract
Under the background of comprehensively promoting rural revitalization, rural e-commerce takes
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root in rural areas and serves agriculture, rural areas and farmers. It has become an important
way to promote the implementation of rural revitalization strategy, promote the high-quality de-
velopment of rural industries and increase farmers’ wealth income. The development of rural
e-commerce cannot be separated from the strong support of the government, and the government
plays an important role in the development of rural e-commerce, such as macro-control, planning
guidance and market supervision.
