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Abstract

With the development of the digital economy, the rural e-commerce model based on the digital
economy has become a key driving force for the implementation of China’s rural revitalization strat-
egy. This article explores the impact mechanism of the digital economy on the development of
rural e-commerce. By analyzing how the digital economy affects rural e-commerce from multiple
dimensions such as information and communication infrastructure, market and supply chain
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changes, policy and institutional support, and socio-cultural influences, it reveals how the digital
economy provides strong support for the development of rural e-commerce; and analyzes the diffi-
culties faced by the digital economy in promoting the development of rural e-commerce, and pro-
poses measures to address these challenges, such as strengthening the construction of rural digital
infrastructure, building a rural e-commerce logistics system under the digital economy, increasing
the supervision of rural e-commerce network security, and vigorously cultivating high-quality e-
commerce talents.
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
