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Abstract

The rural revitalization strategy is a major decision and deployment put forward by the 19th National
Congress of the Communist Party of China, aiming to promote agricultural and rural modernization,
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achieve coordinated urban and rural development, and enhance farmers’ well-being and sense of
happiness. As an important part of the digital economy, rural e-commerce serves as a crucial means
and platform for implementing the rural revitalization strategy. This paper aims to explore the role
of rural e-commerce in promoting rural revitalization, taking Cao County of Shandong Province as
a specific case for in-depth analysis. As the “leading county” of rural e-commerce in China, Cao County
has realized the transformation and upgrading of rural economy and the significant increase of
farmers’ income through the in-depth development of e-commerce. This paper first outlines the
background and significance of the development of rural e-commerce, and then details the specific
practice of Cao County in the rural revitalization of e-commerce, including infrastructure construc-
tion, industrial integration, brand creation, talent introduction, etc., and summarizes the successful
experience and inspiration of Cao County model.
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
