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Abstract

This paper discusses the necessity, dilemma and countermeasures of rural infrastructure construc-
tion under the perspective of rural e-commerce development. It is pointed out that rural e-commerce,
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as an important force to promote the transformation and upgrading of rural economy, cannot de-
velop without the support of rural infrastructure. The article first analyzes the positive role of rural
e-commerce in promoting the sale of agricultural products, enhancing farmers’ income and promot-
ing agricultural modernization on the basis of rural infrastructure, and reveals the current inade-
quacy of rural infrastructure construction. Subsequently, it puts forward specific countermeasures
such as strengthening network infrastructure, perfecting the logistics system, and cultivating pro-
fessionals, aiming to comprehensively enhance the level of informationization in rural areas and
promote the modernization of agricultural and rural development through a multi-dimensional and
systematic strategy.
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
