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Abstract

Common prosperity is the essential requirement of socialism with Chinese characteristics, and ru-
ral e-commerce, as an emerging industry, provides farmers with a low-cost and high-quality income
channel, and plays a positive role in narrowing the gap between urban and rural areas and increas-
ing farmers’ income. The article analyzes the mechanism through which rural e-commerce pro-
motes common prosperity in the context of the digital economy, identifies the issues existing in the
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development of rural e-commerce in China, and based on this, proposes pathways for developing ru-
ral e-commerce to facilitate the achievement of common prosperity.
