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Abstract

Comprehensively promoting rural revitalization is an inevitable requirement for promoting high-
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quality development in China, and the development of cross-border e-commerce in rural areas can
effectively promote the realization of rural revitalization. At present, the development of rural
cross-border e-commerce in China has achieved significant achievements such as increased tech-
nology intensity and the opening of new cross-border e-commerce markets. However, there are also
certain problems, including the lack of high-quality professional talents in rural cross-border e-
commerce, the urgent need to improve the logistics and transportation service quality of rural
cross-border e-commerce, and weak product brand awareness, which restrict the further develop-
ment of rural cross-border e-commerce. In view of this, based on the analysis of existing problems,
targeted measures should be proposed to solve the problems, strengthen the training of rural cross-
border e-commerce professionals, focus on building a logistics and transportation system for rural
cross-border e-commerce, attach importance to the construction of product brand characteristics,
and promote the steady development and progress of rural cross-border e-commerce.
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
