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Abstract

In recent years, the total scale of online transactions in China’s Internet payment market has shown
arapid growth trend, and electronic payment has been accepted by many enterprises and individuals
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with its advantages of low cost and high efficiency, and has become an indispensable part of online
transactions. However, although electronic payment brings convenience to people, there are also
obvious legal risks, which are hidden, complex, and transnational, including the security risks of
electronic payment tools, such as vulnerabilities in encryption algorithms and vulnerable network
attacks. Payment process compliance risks, such as tampering with instructions and misappropri-
ation of reserves; consumer rights protection risks, such as restrictions on the right to know and
leakage of personal information; Risks in the application of cross-border payment laws, such as dif-
ferences in foreign exchange control and tax policies. Therefore, in view of this phenomenon, this
paper proposes corresponding prevention and control strategies, using cutting-edge technologies
to strengthen the security protection of electronic payment tools, relying on blockchain and other
technologies to ensure the compliance of the payment process, formulating strict standards to safe-
guard the rights and interests of consumers, and relying on international cooperation to solve the
problem of cross-border payment law application. These measures can effectively reduce the legal
risks of electronic payment, protect the property safety of consumers, promote the stable and
healthy development of the e-commerce market, and create a good legal environment for the elec-
tronic payment industry.
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
