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Abstract

With the deepening of digital rural development, rural e-commerce has become a model of how dig-
ital technology and modern agriculture can be deeply integrated, injecting strong momentum into
rural revitalization by connecting all stages of production, circulation, and consumption. This paper
examines the specific pathways through which rural e-commerce promotes rural revitalization
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across five dimensions—prosperous industry, livable ecology, cultural vitality, effective govern-
ance, and affluent livelihoods—including: leveraging e-commerce platforms to optimize agricul-
tural product sales and foster the development of supporting industries; introducing smart agricul-
ture technologies and green infrastructure to improve the ecological environment; using e-com-
merce to expand access to cultural education and encourage talent return in order to nurture rural
culture; harnessing big data for precise governance and product quality traceability; and diversify-
ing farmers’ income sources while enhancing public service provision. The article also analyzes con-
straints such as inadequate infrastructure, an underdeveloped logistics system, and a shortage of e-
commerce talent, and proposes countermeasures that include strengthening digital network con-
struction, cultivating specialized e-commerce professionals, improving the regulatory framework,
and deepening industry integration.
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
