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Abstract

The immersive and highly interactive nature of live streaming e-commerce significantly amplifies
consumers’ impulsive purchasing tendencies, leading to high return rates and frequent rights dis-
putes. Existing frameworks, such as the “Seven-Day Unconditional Return” policy under China’s Con-
sumer Rights Protection Law and the Live Streaming Marketing Management Measures, struggle to
effectively address irrational decision-making dilemmas inherent in the live streaming context. Draw-
ing on behavioral economics theory, this study analyzes the formation mechanisms of impulsive con-
sumption in live streams. It further examines experiences from the European Union, South Korea,
and other jurisdictions to justify the legitimacy and necessity of establishing a differentiated cool-
ing-off period system. The research identifies key challenges in implementation, including technical
difficulties and the dilemma of balancing stakeholder interests. Consequently, it proposes localized
legal pathways: constructing tiered cooling-off rules, strengthening joint liability of live streaming
hosts, and enhancing procedural safeguards with supporting mechanisms. This study aims to pro-
vide theoretical underpinnings and legislative references for optimizing consumer rights protec-
tion and fostering the healthy development of regulated live streaming e-commerce.
