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Abstract

The rural revitalization strategy provides a broad space and opportunities for the flourishing de-
velopment of rural e-commerce, but rural e-commerce logistics for agricultural products still face
many urgent problems to be solved in the process of rising, such as weak logistics infrastructure,
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difficult distribution, high costs, lack of talents, insufficient information level, and lagging technol-
ogy application. Based on these problems, this article intervenes from the perspective of social work
services, intervening around the four aspects of logistics infrastructure construction, distribution
cost optimization, talent training, and information upgrading, and puts forward a path strategy to
help the upward and high-quality development of rural e-commerce logistics agricultural products.
From the perspective of social work, conducting path research on the upward path of rural e-com-
merce logistics for agricultural products can promote the in-depth implementation of the rural re-
vitalization strategy and promote the sustainable development of the rural economy.
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
