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Abstract
Against the backdrop of the in-depth implementation of the rural revitalization strategy, e-commerce,
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as a vital component of the digital economy, has played a non-negligible role in rural development
and increasing farmers’ incomes. Based on expounding the significance of rural e-commerce for ru-
ral revitalization, this paper analyzes the current development status and existing problems of ru-
ral e-commerce, such as talent shortage, imperfect logistics distribution system, and low standard-
ization and branding of agricultural products. Therefore, it proposes targeted strategies for govern-
ment support of rural e-commerce from multiple dimensions, including policy support, talent cul-
tivation, logistics system construction, and brand cultivation, aiming to inject strong impetus into
the high-quality development of rural e-commerce and rural economy, and promote the increase of
farmers’ incomes.
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
