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Abstract

In the context of comprehensively promoting the rural revitalization strategy, live-streaming e-
commerce has opened up a new path for the high-quality development of the rural “She Economy”
with women as the main body. Through technological empowerment, economic efficiency, and iden-
tity reconstruction, live-streaming e-commerce has played an important role in achieving the pros-
perity of rural industries and the revitalization of talents. However, at present, the high-quality de-
velopment of the rural “She Economy” is still facing three severe challenges: the bottleneck of “She
Power”, the constraints of “She Environment”, and the lack of “She Guarantee”. Accordingly, this study
proposes a systematic path for live-streaming e-commerce to empower the high-quality develop-
ment of rural “She Economy”: based on “She Power”, strengthen the main capacity building of rural
women to participate in the economy; optimize the “She Environment” and build a good industrial
ecology that supports the development of rural women; Improve the “She Guarantee” and improve
the public service system to protect the rights and interests of rural women. Through the coordi-
nated promotion of these paths, the value potential of live broadcast e-commerce to empower the
development of rural “She Economy” can be effectively released, and strong impetus will be injected
into driving the high-quality and sustainable development of rural “She Economy” and realizing the
comprehensive revitalization of rural areas.
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
