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Abstract

The integration of rural industries is a crucial measure for achieving rural revitalization, and the
rapid development of the digital economy provides an effective means to realize this integration.
Currently, China still faces a series of challenges, including weak foundations for rural industrial
integration, insufficient endogenous momentum for industrial development, an incomplete rural
industrial system, prominent “information silos”, and inadequate supporting financial investments.
Rural e-commerce, as a key vehicle for the deep integration of the digital economy and rural industries,
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leverages its characteristics of “connecting urban and rural areas, consolidating resources, and em-
powering stakeholders” to extend the agricultural industrial chain, foster new business models, op-
timize resource allocation, and increase farmers’ income, thus promoting deeper-level rural indus-
trial integration. Therefore, it is necessary to further establish an e-commerce system covering the
entire “production-processing-circulation-consumption” chain, build an integrated e-commerce
platform combining “capital-technology-talent,” cultivate a “agriculture + services” digital integration
model, and strengthen digital empowerment and information sharing. These efforts will advance
agricultural and rural modernization, providing a robust platform support for rural industrial inte-
gration.
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
