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Abstract

The digital economy is reconstructing the development paradigm of rural e-commerce with unprece-
dented depth. E-commerce, as a crucial component of the digital economy, has become a new engine
driving socio-economic development and consumption upgrading, and an important driving force for
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economic development in rural areas. This article analyzes the theoretical logic of the digital economy
driving the revitalization of rural e-commerce from the aspects of reshaping the economic develop-
ment model, optimizing resource allocation, and transforming industrial operation methods. It also
points out that there are difficulties in the development of rural e-commerce, such as a lack of profes-
sional digital intelligence talents, insufficient policy support, and a lack of sound regulatory mecha-
nisms. We should promote the revitalization of rural e-commerce, accelerate the process of agricul-
tural modernization, and provide important theoretical support for realizing the rural revitalization
strategy by optimizing the path of talent cultivation in rural e-commerce, increasing policy support
for rural e-commerce, and strengthening strict supervision of rural e-commerce.
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
