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Abstract

Cross-border e-commerce, as a new trade mode combining digital technology and international
trade, is driving traditional foreign trade enterprises to accelerate their transformation and up-
grading. With the global economic growth slowing down and the regulatory compliance conflicts
among multiple countries on cross-border e-commerce platforms, practitioners in this field are fac-
ing numerous pressures. Industry disputes are constantly emerging, and bankruptcy cases are
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frequently reported. In the current context where cross-border e-commerce is promoting the pros-
perity of the digital economy, the absence and mismatch of relevant laws, regulations, and policies
have increasingly become major issues hindering the development of the industry. Based on the
comparative law and case analysis methods, this paper, in combination with practical cases, ex-
plores how compliance conflicts in areas such as cross-border data flow, tax supervision, and intel-
lectual property protection can lead to bankruptcy risks through mechanisms such as increasing
direct costs, inducing liquidity crises, and escalating legal liability ladders. It also puts forward
countermeasures and suggestions on how to address the bankruptcy risks under the compliance
conflicts of platforms.
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
