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Abstract

Driven by the dual impetus of the digital economy and the rural revitalization strategy, rural cross-
border e-commerce has become an important link connecting agricultural production with the
international market. Talent development is not only a strategic resource for promoting the rapid
development of rural e-commerce, but also a key starting point for realizing the general requirements
of rural revitalization such as “prosperous industries, affluent lives, and effective governance”. This
paper emphasizes the core methods of demand assessment, empowerment, community participa-
tion, and social capital activation to systematically analyze the coupling mechanism between the
supply of rural cross-border e-commerce talents and rural revitalization. The study finds that the
current lag in the cultivation of rural e-commerce talents has become a bottleneck restricting the
upgrading of rural industries and the sustainable increase of farmers’ income; social work methods
can play a unique role in identifying local needs, integrating multiple resources, building support
networks, and promoting the retention of talents in the local area. Therefore, starting from the col-
laboration of multiple subjects such as the government, colleges and universities, enterprises, and
communities, this paper proposes an integrated talent cultivation path of “social work + integration
of industry and education”, aiming to provide replicable practical experience and policy recommen-
dations for rural revitalization.
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
