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Abstract

This study adopts Marxist theory as its analytical framework and focuses on the dialectical
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relationship between equity and efficiency in the development of the e-commerce economy. First,
based on the Marxist principle of productive forces and production relations, it analyzes the mech-
anism through which e-commerce technological innovation enhances social production efficiency,
and points out its positive roles in optimizing resource allocation, reducing transaction costs, and
expanding market boundaries. Second, combined with the Marxist view of equity, it reveals the spe-
cific manifestations of equity deficiencies in the operation of the e-commerce economy, including
unequal market opportunities caused by platform monopoly, the gap between the rich and the poor
triggered by the unbalanced distribution of data factors, and damaged transaction fairness result-
ing from algorithm discrimination. Finally, it proposes paths to balance equity and efficiency in the
e-commerce economy: standardizing the unregulated expansion of platform capital by strengthen-
ing anti-monopoly supervision, establishing a reasonable distribution mechanism for data factors
to protect the rights and interests of multiple subjects, and improving the digital economy govern-
ance system to achieve the organic unity of efficiency improvement and equity protection, thereby
promoting the development of e-commerce economy in a direction more in line with the overall
interests of society.
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
