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Abstract

With the proliferation of internet technology, e-commerce has become a significant driving force in
global economic development. This paper aims to explore the current status, theoretical challenges,
and solutions for rural e-commerce in China against the backdrop of digitalization. Theoretically,
the study identifies four major dilemmas in current rural e-commerce research: the immaturity of
theoretical frameworks, which often rely on urban e-commerce models while neglecting the socio-
cultural specificities of rural areas; a disconnect between academic research and policy practice,

resulting in a lack of in-depth exploration of development patterns; insufficient theoretical attention
to the digital divide and infrastructure disparities; and a lack of interdisciplinary integration, hin-
dering the formation of a systemic understanding. To address these issues, the paper proposes the
construction of a “contextualized” theoretical system rooted in the realities of rural China. It em-
phasizes strengthening evidence-based interaction between policy practice and academic research,
incorporating perspectives of inclusive innovation and adaptive technology, and promoting inter-
disciplinary theoretical integration. By doing so, a theoretical paradigm for rural e-commerce with
Chinese characteristics can be established, providing solid support for practical development and
contributing Chinese insights and solutions to the global digital transformation of rural areas.
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
