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Abstract

Guided by the strategic goal of common prosperity, rural e-commerce, through the deep integration
of digital technology and agriculture and rural areas, has become a key force in broadening farmers’
income channels, narrowing the income disparity between urban and rural areas and among re-
gions, and promoting inclusive growth in the rural economy. However, rural e-commerce still faces
practical obstacles in empowering common prosperity: insufficient support from digital inclusive
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finance limits the financing of small and medium-sized e-commerce entities, the digital divide
within rural areas restricts low-income groups from sharing the benefits, unbalanced regional de-
velopment weakens the overall driving effect of e-commerce, and infrastructure deficiencies affect
the efficiency of industrial chain collaboration. Based on this, and drawing upon the findings of
multi-dimensional empirical research, targeted pathways are proposed across four dimensions: fi-
nancial synergy, digital empowerment, regional coordination, and infrastructure enhancement.
These aim to fully unleash the pro-poor growth effects of rural e-commerce, thereby providing sus-
tainable momentum for the common prosperity of farmers and rural communities.
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
