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Abstract

With the deepening development of the digital economy, community e-commerce has emerged as a
new business model that provides fresh opportunities for women’s empowerment. Drawing on the
regional development model as the theoretical lens, this study explores the intrinsic feasibility of
community e-commerce in promoting women’s empowerment across three dimensions: economic,
social capital, and subjectivity. The article argues that community e-commerce effectively mobilizes
endogenous community resources by enhancing women’s economic income, reconstructing their
social networks, and stimulating their sense of agency, thereby fostering coordinated development
from the individual to the community level. However, this process also faces practical challenges
such as traditional gender divisions of labor, technological alienation, and institutional deficiencies.
In response, social work—as a key professional force—should play the roles of resource connector,
capacity builder, and consciousness awakener. Through comprehensive intervention strategies span-
ning the individual, community, policy, and platform levels, social work can optimize empowerment
pathways and ultimately advance the comprehensive and sustainable development of women.
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
