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Abstract

The welfare security of left-behind children in rural areas is an important part of the livelihood
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guarantee in the rural revitalization strategy, involving multidimensional needs such as educational
support, life care, and psychological care. As the core engine of digital rural construction, e-commerce
not only activates the vitality of rural economy and reconstructs the circulation pattern of urban and
rural resources, but also provides a new path for the welfare security of left-behind children. This
