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Abstract

Under the background of rural revitalization construction, the development of rural e-commerce
has become an important way to promote the development of agriculture and rural areas in China,
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lead the adjustment of rural industrial structure, prosper rural economy, and increase farmers’ in-
come. The basic national condition for the development of agriculture in China is the large country
and small farmers. Currently, the infrastructure for developing e-commerce in rural areas is relatively
backward, and there is a lack of information technology and management talents. Small farmers en-
gaged in e-commerce still face difficulties in terms of scale and organization. In order to promote the
development of rural e-commerce under rural revitalization, local governments have made efforts
from multiple dimensions, such as improving rural e-commerce development policies and service sup-
port systems, improving infrastructure, strengthening the e-commerce management capabilities of
small farmers and digital technology popularization and training, innovating the forms of partici-
pation of small farmers in e-commerce, and creating characteristic brands, to promote the develop-
ment of rural e-commerce and comprehensive rural revitalization.
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
