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Abstract

In recent years, the digital economy has flourished, and e-commerce has become a crucial engine
for promoting rural revitalization, permeating and profoundly influencing core areas such as rural
industries, livelihoods, and governance. This paper systematically analyzes the intrinsic empower-
ment mechanism through which the digital economy, via rural e-commerce, extends and adds value
to the rural industrial chain, broadens channels for farmers’ income growth, and enhances the pre-
cision of rural governance. It also reviews the current challenges, including uneven coverage of dig-
ital infrastructure, prominent “soft” digital divide, imbalance in the supply and demand of e-com-
merce talents, lagging standardization and branding of industries, and low efficiency of the logistics
system. Based on this, the paper proposes effective paths covering multiple aspects such as strength-
ening digital and logistics infrastructure in rural areas, enhancing residents’ digital literacy, culti-
vating local e-commerce talents, promoting the standardization and branding of agricultural prod-
ucts, and innovating logistics collaboration models. The aim is to fully unleash the potential of the
digital economy in empowering rural revitalization, provide theoretical support and operational
guidance for related practices, and assist rural areas in achieving sustainable and comprehensive
revitalization.
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
