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Abstract

Against the backdrop of deep digital economy integration and comprehensive rural revitalization
initiatives, rural e-commerce has emerged as a pivotal force driving high-quality economic devel-
opment in rural areas. Serving as a vital link between urban and rural markets, it revitalizes local
industries and boosts farmers’ incomes. While China’s rural e-commerce sector has transitioned
from rapid expansion to refined operations, persistent challenges—including inadequate infrastruc-
ture, fragmented supply chains, talent shortages, and weak brand competitiveness—continue to

hinder sustainable growth and maximize its agricultural support potential. This study identifies
core development bottlenecks within the current landscape of rural e-commerce, proposing action-
able strategies across five dimensions: infrastructure enhancement, industrial chain optimization,
talent cultivation, brand building, and policy support. The findings provide theoretical foundations
and practical guidance for elevating rural e-commerce efficiency and advancing rural revitalization
efforts.
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
