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Abstract

Elderly-friendly renovation is an important measure to cope with population aging and improve the
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elderly care service system, and it is also a key link to promote the coordinated development of
government and social services. With the acceleration of China’s population aging process, the scale
of the elderly population continues to expand, and the demand for elderly care services shows a
trend of diversification and specialization. The traditional elderly care model has been difficult to
meet the actual needs of the elderly in the new era. Under this background, as an important way to
improve the quality of life of the elderly and promote the harmonious development of society, the
strategic significance of elderly-friendly renovation has become increasingly prominent. Based on
the national strategic layout of actively responding to population aging and the series of policy ori-
entations regarding elderly-friendly renovation, and taking Beijing as the core research area, this
paper discusses the leading role played by the government in elderly-friendly renovation, and ana-
lyzes the optimization path of the “cultural-medical coordination” (integration of cultural and med-
ical resources) model for elderly care services. The research finds that elderly-friendly renovation
needs to take the government as the support, cultural-medical coordination as the link, and the im-
provement of elderly care service quality as the goal, and build a multi-subject collaborative pro-
motion mechanism. Through policy analysis, field investigations, and questionnaires, this paper
proposes optimization strategies for elderly-friendly renovation, providing theoretical reference
and practical guidance for improving the elderly care service system and promoting the construc-
tion of an elderly-friendly society.
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
