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Abstract

As we known, digital inclusive finance is an innovative path to promote inclusive economic growth.
And the 2020 year is the end of China’s strategy of building a moderately prosperous society in an
all-round way, the 13th five year plan, and poverty alleviation. It is necessary to summarize what
achievements have been made in promoting inclusive growth of rural economy by digital inclusive
finance, what is the transmission mechanism, and where further research is needed in the future.
Therefore, this paper summarizes the inclusive growth of rural areas in China from three aspects:
the incidence of poverty, the absolute and relative gap of income and expenditure between rural
and urban population, and the rural and urban residents’ income structure. We analyze the trans-
mission mechanism of promoting inclusive growth of rural economy from the direct and indirect
economic effects of digital inclusive finance. Finally, we rethink the interactive coupling effect, the
diversification of participation and micro mechanism of between digital inclusive finance and ru-
ral inclusive growth.
