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Abstract

Since the COVID-19 in early 2020, a large number of small and medium-sized enterprises have been in
trouble due to home isolation and production suspension in a short period of time. The central and lo-
cal governments have successively introduced a number of financial policies to rescue small and me-
dium-sized enterprises. The post pandemic has entered a stage of normalized management and con-
trol. As an important market component for solving employment and driving economic growth, small
and micro enterprises are the foundation for building a modern economic system and promoting
high-quality development. The resumption of production and work, as well as the subsequent devel-
opment of such enterprises, need to be given attention. The combination of national policies has been
put in place in a timely manner, fully leveraging the institutional advantages. Based on this, this article
investigates the financial needs of small and medium-sized enterprises in Kunming, searching for poli-
cies and other efforts introduced at the national level, Yunnan Province level, and Kunming City, and
identifies resource mismatches and inadequate policy promotion between the supply and demand of
inclusive finance Based on the lack of a long-term supervision mechanism and other issues, corres-
ponding policy opinions are given. Enterprises should strive to develop their own income growth and
expenditure savings, stabilize cash flow, introduce high-quality management and digital talents, en-
hance enterprise strength, promote cooperation opportunities, and help each other overcome difficul-
ties. The government needs to build digital infrastructure, gradually improve the institutional envi-
ronment in its jurisdiction, strengthen the comprehensive maintenance of digital infrastructure under
the guidance of macro policies, establish a complete risk warning and disclosure mechanism, and
strengthen confidence in digital inclusive finance in order to assist small and medium-sized enterpris-
es in financing behavior. Local governments and financial institutions should work together to im-
prove the precision and effectiveness of policy support for small and medium-sized enterprises, ulti-
mately achieving stable growth, employment, and high-quality economic development.
