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Abstract

Financial literacy has an increasingly important impact on the stable development of families
and society. The paper analyzes the status and influencing factors of women'’s financial literacy
through questionnaires for women'’s financial literacy. Studies have found that the level of wom-
en's financial literacy is relatively low. The way to obtain financial knowledge mainly depends on
the Internet. The government has insufficient publicity. At the same time, women lack initiative in
obtaining financial knowledge. Women with a high degree of education have relatively more mas-
tery of financial knowledge, and financial literacy is correspondingly high. Women have a certain
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awareness of savings, but they perform weakly in investing in wealth management and risk con-
trol. In response to these issues, this article proposes policy suggestions such as formulating tar-
geted financial education policies, encouraging financial institutions to carry out women'’s friendly
financial products and services, and strengthening the protection of women'’s financial rights and
interests.
