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Abstract

In order to understand the development history and the formation of the United States’ scenic
byway system, and also help to establish the institutional, conceptual framework of the Chinese
scenic byway system, the author acquires lots of online literature and documents by the key words
America, USA, scenic road, scenic byway. These literature and documents are analyzed in detail. It
concludes: 1) the landmark projects, events and programs in the history of the American scenic
byways are the basis of the current pattern of the American scenic byway; 2) a nongovernmental
scenic byway system which is maintained by a volunteer folk organization exits, except for the
official one, i.e., the US federal governmental scenic byway system; 3) up till now, the studies on
the American scenic byways in China are confined themselves in the National Scenic Byways
Program. This is obviously insufficient; 4) the construction of Chinese scenic byway system
could learn a lot from the over hundreds of years’ development of the American scenic byway
system.
