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Abstract

The report from the 19th National Congress of the Communist Party of China emphasized that
“building an ecological civilization is a millennium-long plan for the sustainable development of
the Chinese nation.” The congress report first introduced the “Rural Revitalization Strategy,”
which aims to achieve five key goals: thriving industries, livable environments, civilized rural cus-
toms, effective governance, and prosperous livelihoods. Among these, rural ecological. Revitali-
zation serves as a crucial foundation, while livable environments remain the primary focus. Alt-
hough China has made significant progress in rural ecological civilization after achieving a mod-
erately prosperous society, ecological revitalization remains a critical challenge. This study ex-
amines 20 villages in Panzhihua City through field research methods including surveys, inter-
views, and city-specific observations, documenting achievements in beautiful countryside con-
struction. By analyzing production, living, and ecological spaces across these villages, the re-
search identifies issues in local rural revitalization from an ecological civilization perspective and
proposes corresponding measures to provide actionable strategies for sustainable rural develop-
ment.
