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Abstract

In recent years, China has been committed to implementing the poverty alleviation strategy, striv-
ing to solve the problem of rural poverty. The success of poverty alleviation is a crucial step towards
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achieving a moderately prosperous society in all respects in China. However, the victory in the bat-
tle against poverty not only means an increase in the income of the impoverished population, but
also requires ensuring that their development is no longer hindered by imbalances in rural devel-
opment. Therefore, the emergence of the rural revitalization strategy has become an effective con-
nection point for poverty alleviation. This study aims to investigate how to effectively link poverty
alleviation with rural revitalization, analyze its key factors and challenges, and propose correspond-
ing policy recommendations.
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
