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Abstract

Rural e-commerce is an important force in promoting rural revitalization. This paper reviews the
development history of rural e-commerce in my country and takes Xinxiang City, Henan Province
as the research object, deeply analyzing its current development status, achievements, and practical
bottlenecks. The study finds that Xinxiang City has achieved phased results in rural e-commerce,
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but still faces problems such as weak basic support, insufficient technological empowerment, lag-
ging brand building, and an imperfect market system. Based on this, this paper proposes optimiza-
tion paths from four aspects: strengthening basic support, enhancing technological empowerment,
cultivating market operations, and standardizing market order. The aim is to promote the branding
and standardization of rural e-commerce and provide practical reference for rural e-commerce to
empower rural revitalization.
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
