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Abstract

In the context of advancing high-quality education in the digital age, this study employs textual coding
analysis to investigate the core characteristics of a “good English teacher” as perceived by prospective
teachers and their educational implications. The findings reveal that these characteristics are concen-
trated in a “four-dimensional integration”: the personal quality dimension encompasses professional
ethics, personal cultivation and specialized literacy; the interactive dimension encompass classroom
atmosphere, student engagement and classroom management; the teaching dimension relies on vivid
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explanation, diverse methodologies and structured classroom management; the value dimension cen-
ters on competence enhancement, cultural inspiration and interest stimulation. This characteristic
framework highlights the specific demands of the English discipline for practical competence, cultural
literacy and affective support, providing theoretical reference and practical guidance for the cultiva-
tion and professional development of future English teachers.
