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Abstract

Red cultural tourism is integral to the future of the Party, the nation, and the people, constituting
a strategic lever for augmenting national cultural soft power and cultivating popular cultural
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identification. By deploying CiteSpace, this study undertakes a scientometric visualization of 276
SSCI-/CSSCI-indexed sources published between January 2017 and October 2025 to explicate the
evolutionary trajectory, developmental paradigms, and pedagogical valences of red cultural-tour-
ism resources. It has been found that the current development models and educational values of
red cultural and tourism resources are primarily manifested in the following aspects: the integrated
educational closed loop of culture-study-tourism, the digital and immersive revitalization of the na-
tional spirit, the integration of rural ecology for the inheritance of folk culture, and the regional
collaborative and branded dissemination of the core of innovative spirit. Together, these aspects
highlight the value of historical inheritance and education. In the future, efforts should be made to
develop models suitable for patriotism education courses for young children, explore the therapeu-
tic functions of red cultural tourism, and seek pathways for the integration of red cultural tourism
with health and wellness cultivation. This will promote the physical and mental well-being of the
people through cultural immersion, and achieve the intergenerational continuity of red cultural
memories and high-quality, substantive development.
